Annual meeting of the Oakview Heights Homeowners Association was called to order on May 18, 2010 at 7:03 p.m. by Carrie Pena.

Notice of meeting was posted as per  .4.4.1  page 12 of the Covenants of the Association.

The minutes of the last meeting dated May 30, 2009 were read and unanimously approved.

The treasurer’s report was handed out and those attending were asked to read them.  Time was allotted for this.  William Llewellyn asked for discussion.  There were no changes made and the report was accepted as presented.

New Business:

William Llewellyn presented a brief informational presentation about the new hard drive needed for our association.  It will cost $90. The purchase was approved unanimously.  

William also informed the meeting that the water for the entrance would be turned on in July and turned off in September this year.

Due to the expense of the front entrance Mr Llewelyn proposed that we do a volunteer roster and have every one sign up for one week during the season.  This would save $2200 plus.  Therefore allowing the monies to be saved for street repair.  This would be for the year 2011 as the season of 2010 has already been contracted out.

It was also suggested that we place large boulders along the street entrance to stop the traffic for damaging the in ground sprinkler system.  Estimates to procure the stones is to be acquired.

Mr. Llewellyn brought it to the attention of those present that the association was in possession of a donation to pay back association dues owed by the foreclosures.  It was decided that the monies would be held in escrow for these expenditures.

It was suggested that the neighborhood watch be revitalized.  It was pointed out that the signs are already up.

Because of the time of the year, City open fire ordinances were discussed.  The members were told what was authorized and what would not be okay to use.

The idea of an annual neighborhood yard sale was discussed.  The membership approved the idea with more to come as to date.
Neighborhood cats were pointed out to be a problem for the neighbors who do not have cats.  These pets are being allowed to run free.  This means that every 6 months there is a new litter to contend with.  Flower beds and backyard gardens are in danger of being used as litter boxes.  Pierce County has a wild cat program that can be utilized to control this sanitation problem.  As per Article 3.4.7 page 8 of the covenants was brought to the attention of those present.

Trees that are hanging over the streets must be pruned to allow cars to proceed down the street without having to move into oncoming traffic.

Political signs in the neighborhood are not permitted.  The only signs acceptable are “for rent” or “for sale” signs.

This also is governed by the covenants in 3.4.6 page 8.  

Trash cans and recycle bins are to be kept out of sight until “Trash Day”.  This is discussed in the covenants in 3.4.11 page 9.
Because it is summer our members were reminded that there is a Roy city ordinance which prevents our children from biking, skateboarding or sledding on our streets. However the greatest danger is the hill.  It was suggested that our children be advised of the danger.  There was no decision or motion made.

There was a discussion about the surface water retention pond on Tract B.  It was decided that the trees growing there were to be removed for safety reasons.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
