Rules and Regulations Committee

Rex Welch, Linda Setchfield and Ursula Cook present.  Rex spoke as the chairperson.  See attached report.  The BOD resolved that this committee be given an additional three months to properly address the issues put to this committee, as per the committee’s request.   The BOD congratulated the committee for their commitment to the issues before them and applauded their efforts to date. 

ACC Committee

No members present.  Julia Thacker only committed member.  Virginia Moore and Michael Ricalde declined BOD nomination to the ACC after considering the stress of position.  Michael Ricalde told Julie Thacker on 9/18/07 that he is still considering accepting the nomination.  The BOD was not aware he was still considering the nomination.  Carrie will call Michael Ricalde and follow up with this.  Julia Thacker also gave notice to Jeanice Fanslow on 9/18/07 that the Ricalde’s submitted another fence plan to her for approval.  She requests that the BOD select the other two members of the ACC, so the ACC can consider the new request from the Ricaldes.  Jeanice Fanslow emailed Julia Thacker that the BOD would like to be involved in the review of the new fence plan for the Ricaldes as we have already been involved to this point.  Carrie Pena to follow up with asking Gregg Moore and Eva Karatzas to be on the ACC.  Carrie and Jeanice to walk down to Julie Thacker’s house and discuss issues with her this week. 

Landscape Committee

BOD has had an offer from Rex Welch to do the entrance landscaping in the future, pending repair of his riding lawn mower.  The BOD advised Rex that this was a big job for one person and the BOD would prefer if a Landscape Committee handled this job instead.  The BOD proposed that OHHA purchase reliable lawn mowing equipment and purchase gas for use in the mower.  OHHA already owns a weed eater and a wheeled weed eater.  The BOD proposed to Rex that he chair the committee of volunteers and arrange scheduling of a group of landscape volunteers to use OHHA equipment and care for the landscaping over the course of the year.  The volunteers would then only be giving of their time and energy and not using their own equipment.  Rex was receptive to this idea and tentatively agreed to this, but felt that he was not able to take on this task until after the Rules and Regs Committee was completed.  The BOD agreed to table the formation of a Landscape Committee until a further date.  Jeanice Fanslow expressed dissatisfaction with the current landscaping person and suggested that OHHA may need to find an alternate landscape person until the Landscape Committee can be initiated. 

Unfinished Business:

Voting Rights Suspended – Some of the owners scheduled to have their voting rights suspended per the BOD Resolution at BOD meeting 8/27/07 have paid on their accounts.  The Treasurer did not mail the Notice of Voting Suspension to these owners.  A complete record of who was mailed suspension letters is listed on the Annual Dues Summary attached to the file copy of the BOD Meeting Minutes for 9/19/07.  

Storm Drains – Tabled until more estimates can be obtained. 

Reserve Study – Tabled for further discussion. 

New Business:

Mailing Address for owner Paul Kuriatnyk – the Treasurer is receiving mail back for this owner.  A renter is in the house.  All addresses on file with the county have been tried and still getting mail back.  No one at the meeting knew him or could provide an alternate address for him.  The Treasurer will change the address to the street address of the lot as per the CC&Rs and continue to mail to that address. 

Member Complaint – A member has written a complaint against the renters in Mr. Kuriatnyk’s house above.  The renters have a variety of items strewn about the front lawn and basic maintenance of the lot is shabby.  Carrie and Jeanice will walk over to the house, speak with the renters and provide them a copy of the CC&Rs and Bylaws, as we are unable to contact the owner.
