Reports of Officers:  

President Statement:  Carrie attended the City of Roy Planning Commission meeting on 3/18/08.  Discussion was held at that meeting regarding the railroad that goes across 292nd.  There is a possibility that a dinner train may be established that runs between Roy and somewhere in the Yelm area.  So, that means the possibility of much more train traffic in the future.  We may want to consider putting in stops signs like McKenna meadows has already.  Jennie reported that her son had a near miss with a train recently at that very spot.   Carrie indicated that the Planning Commission has a stop work order in place for the new subdivision.  Mr. Etteldorf still has to submit a drainage plan, among other things.

Unfinished Business:

New Subdivision – Jennie talked with a member, Mr. Glick, who lives on 294th.  He reported that the Army Corps of Engineers came out earlier this month and apparently declared all the cleared area behind his house and most of the area behind 294th to be wetland and wetland buffers.  The new subdivision will not be allowed to build in those areas.  Meanwhile, Mr. Glick and the other members have had all the forest behind them cleared away and burned.  Mr. Glick installed a fence at considerable expense because of this.  The Board has concerns about the amount of area cleared near the OHHA wastewater drainage area near Lot #73.  There is the possibility of damage to that system.  Jennie contacted the City of Roy and was told that any complaints about the new subdivision should be submitted to the City on a City Complaint Form.  Jennie has copies or they can be obtained from the City of Roy website.  A police report can also be filed if the member thinks that a criminal violation took place – like trespassing, removal of property, etc.  Jennie had a chance meeting with Bob Etteldorf, the new subdivision land owner, while he was parked on 292nd by the new gate at the bottom of the hill.  Jennie asked him if he would speak at our Annual Meeting.  He checked his PDA and confirmed that he could.  His phone number is 253-474-0000.  

Newsletter – Hand-delivered 3/22/08 by Jennie.  Copies were mailed to all members that we are aware are landlords.  

Carrie has called Alan Curtis to see if he can speak at the Annual Meeting regarding the roads and the drains.  She has not received a call back yet. 

Jennie called the City of Roy.  The Old Gym and Library are both available – she booked them.  Jennie has not pursued a couple of teenagers about watching the kids yet. 

Carrie had called Dick Roush (City of Roy Planning Commission) about speaking at the Annual Meeting.  He confirmed for this date before we changed the Annual Meeting to May.  She is waiting for May date confirmation from him. 
Pierce County Responds CAPE Program sent a flyer – Jennie has attempted to contact them but is STILL playing phone tag.  We would like to get them to speak at the Annual Meeting.  Dumpster provided here in community. 
New Business:
Jennie will prepare a proposed Amendment Change to call for the Annual Meeting to be held in the 2nd quarter instead of the 1st. 

White Vinyl Fence Estimate - Resolved to pay for new vinyl rails only – not labor from Double K Fencing estimate.  Jennie recalled that Jack Pearson agreed to fix the vinyl fence in another bid we already paid for.  Jennie will get the rails and have Jack replace the damaged ones.  

Lawn Maintenance – Jennie informed the Board that Jack Pearson called and wanted to start mowing on April 1st.  Carrie advised waiting to start that until after the ground has time to dry out.  It is extremely soft right there.   Carrie will look at getting more bids for the lawn maintenance to insure we are getting the most for our money.   The pressure washing of the stone fence and sign that was not completed due to the cold weather season will be timed to get completed after the water gets turned back on at the City.  Water is turned off in the winter to save money. 
Sprinklers – There are numerous sprinkler heads broken off.  The water is currently turned off at the City.  

Jennie will contact Mike Henderson to arrange an estimate to fix the sprinkler system and re-configure it so they don’t get broken as easily.  Jennie will coordinate the turning on of the water with his estimate date, as it was felt that the water might spray out of the damaged sprinklers uncontrollably. 

Jennie will compose an Amendment Change to change the language of when the Board term of service. Instead of after Annual Meeting, should be a firm date 7/1 to 6/30 of next year.  

Bus Damage - We will wait until we get the estimate for the sprinkler repairs before seeing if we want to pursue payment from Bethel School District for the damage.  We considered leaving it alone if they leave the issue of the tree limb trimming alone.  Jennie had a verbal estimate from a tree trimmer of $400 just to trim three trees on the front entrance on the right just before going up the hill. 

Jennie recommended the Board consider purchasing a complete version of Quickbooks accounting software to be used for OHHA and passed down to future Treasurers. Carrie advised holding off on that until she checks on a source for a donated software package.
