Unfinished Business:

New Subdivision – Carrie attended the City of Roy Planning Commission meeting and there are no new developments  

 to date.  Mr. Etteldorf has not submitted any of the items requested.  Ursula Cook told Jennie that she had a folder of City Complaints that she was submitting to the City of Roy this week regarding the subdivision.  Jennie to confirm with Mr. Etteldorf that he still plans to attend the Annual Member Meeting. 

Newsletter – Mailed 4/12/08 by Jennie.  Included yard sale reminder and Annual Member Meeting notice.    
Carrie has attempted to call Alan Curtis to see if he can speak at the Annual Meeting regarding the roads and the drains.  We will not schedule him for the meeting as we cannot get a return call from him. 
Childcare for the Annual Member Meeting still to be pursued.  Carrie’s husband to be commandeered, if necessary.  

Carrie had called Dick Roush (City of Roy Planning Commission) about speaking at the Annual Meeting.  She is still waiting for confirmation from him he plans to speak at the meeting. 
Pierce County Responds CAPE Program – Jennie spoke with Yvonne Reed. They are unable to speak at the Annual Member Meeting, because of vacation schedules.  She will provide us 83 litter bags with brochures about the program and applications for a $100 litter credit for each homeowner.  The litter credits cannot be used for recycle items or yard waste, just trash.  A staff member will come to each homeowners home and view the items being sent to the dump and sign off on the items.  The homeowner must list the driver of the pickup and list their insurance in order to qualify for the program litter credit.  Jennie to coordinate getting the litter bags to the Annual Member Meeting.  The dumpster cannot be used by us, as it is intended for trash from community property only and not individual home owner’s trash. 
Jennie has prepared two proposed CC&R Amendments to be voted on at the Annual Member Meeting: 1) to call for the Annual Meeting to be held in the 2nd quarter instead of the 1st; and 2)to change the Board term from one Annual Member Meeting to the next, to July 1 to June 30 of the following year. 

White Vinyl Fence Estimate – Jennie has not purchased the vinyl rails yet, as we are waiting on the new BECU to be printed.  Jennie will get the rails and have Jack replace the damaged ones when the checks come in. 

Lawn Maintenance – Jennie informed the Board that Rex Welch mowed the lawn last week.  Rex and Jennie discussed the possibility of installing curbs at the front entrance to prevent future damage to the sod.  Rex has the curbing equipment and will get us an estimate soon.  Jack Pearson called and Jennie advised him to wait until week of May 2nd to mow.  Jack also looked at the stone fence and agreed that it never got finished pressure washed.  He will do that the weekend of April 26th.  Carrie still looking at getting more bids for the lawn maintenance to insure we are getting the most for our money.   Jennie proposed weeding the area by the sign and adding flowers.   Carrie agreed that the weeding should be done, but was hesitant on the flowers.  Will pend the flowers until after the Annual Member Meeting. 
Sprinklers – Jennie left a message with Mike Henderson regarding getting an estimate to fix the sprinklers.  

Jennie recommended the Board consider purchasing a complete version of Quickbooks accounting software to be used for OHHA and passed down to future Treasurers. Carrie received a donated Quicken software program to try to use with Microsoft Vista. 

New Business:
Ballot for Annual Member Meeting approved – Ballots 1-4.  We will need to wait until April 25th to see if any more names are submitted for Board nominations before mailing.  Ballot and letter to be mailed April 25th.  See attached Ballot.  Ballot will be published to the website on April 25th as well.
